A uniqgue program for outstanding female students, offering enrichment in

engineering and the exact sciences, personal empowerment, and exposure to
academia and industry. The program includes advanced mathematics, English,
physics, chemistry, electronics, and computer science.

% Child Rights Initiative
Hadassah Neurim was chosen to lead an international project under the
“Education for Life” organization. Israel is participating for the first time, and we
are the only youth village selected. We presented “In Our Hands” — a
rehabilitation space inside the school, managed by the students themselves.

Sailing Program - “See the Horizon”
An innovative program to strengthen emotional and academic resilience through

workshops, “future vision” planning, emotional regulation courses, place-based
learning, and student-led initiatives.

Goal: Creating a supportive community where every student feels significant
and empowered.

A new Food Forest blossoms at Hadassah Neurim

40 mature fruit trees, aromatic herb gardens, and rich vegetable beds.
